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10. NETWORK UTILITIES, INFRASTRUCTURE AND
DESIGNATIONS

10.1 Purpose of the Network Utilities Chapter

The purpose of the Network Utilities Chapter is to outline the Objectives, Policies and Rules
which govern the installation and operation of Network Utilities throughout Tauranga City.
Network utilities are provided for under the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA), and are
governed by associated acts such as the Telecommunications Act (2001).

In managing the effects of network utilities, recognition is given to the essential role that
these networks play and the services they provide in the functioning of the City. It is also
recognised however that the nature of some network utilities and works can detract from the
amenity of an area and in some cases may impinge upon public health and safety.

The provisions of this Chapter apply to network utilities throughout all parts of the City.
Utilities within Roads, as public works, have been addressed in this section but are dealt with
further, and in more detail, in the Chapter 4 - General Rules.

10.2 Objectives and Policies of the Network Utilities Chapter

10.2.1 General Objectives and Policies of the Network Utilities Chapter

10.2.1.1  Objective - Safe Use and Development
To ensure that subdivision, use and development does not adversely affect established
network utilities.

10.2.1.1.1 Policy - Safe Use and Development
By ensuring the security, safety and reliability of the City’s network utility infrastructure
will be accorded priority in the assessment of subdivision, use and development.

10.2.1.2  Objective - Adverse Effects of Network Utilities
To ensure that the the construction, operation, and maintenance of network utilities does not
adversely affect amenity, landscape, streetscape and heritage values.

10.2.1.2.1 Policy — Co-location and Shared Use of Network Utilities
By encouraging the co-location and shared use of network utilities, and the use of existing
network utility corridors, subject to tecchnical and operational feasibility.

10.2.1.2.2 Policy - Undergrounding of Utilities
(a) Ensuring infrastructure associated with network utilities shall be placed
underground unless:

(i) alternative placement will reduce adverse effects on the amenity values of
the surrounding area,

(i)  the existence of a natural or physical feature or structure makes
underground placement impractical;

(iii) the operational or technical requirements of the network utility
infrastructure dictate that it must be placed above ground;

(iv) itis existing infrastructure.
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(b) Ensuring where network utility infrastructure is required to be placed above
ground it shall, as far as practicable, be designed, located and managed in
a manner that avoids, remedies or mitigates adverse effects on the amenity
values of the surrounding environment.

10.2.1.2.3 Policy - Effects on the Environment
Ensuring that network utilities are designed, sited, operated and maintained to address the
adverse effects:

(@) on other network utilities;

(b) of emissions of noise, light, vibration, odour or hazardous substances;

(© on the amenity values of the surrounding environment, the landscape and
streetscape;

(d) on the amenity values of sites, buildings, places or areas of heritage, cultural

and archaeological value.

10.2.1.2.4 Policy - Effects on Open Space
By avoiding the location of network utilities within the open space zone where those activities
would compromise the use, function and future development of that zone.

10.2.1.2.5 Paolicy - Location of Aerials and Antennas
Encourage the location of aerials and antennas on buildings or structures and the location of
antennas on streetlights.

10.2.1.2.6 Policy - Reduction in Adverse Effects of Network Utilities
The substantial upgrading of network utilities will be used as an opportunity to reduce
existing adverse effects on the surrounding environment.

10.2.1.3  Objective - Health and Safety of Community
To ensure the health and safety of the community is not adversely affected by the
construction, operation and maintenance of network utilities.

10.2.1.3.1 Policy - Emission of Radiofrequency Fields

Ensuring network utilities, and in particular those network utilities emitting radiofrequency
fields or generating electric and magnetic fields, must be designed, sited, operated and
maintained in such a way as to avoid, remedy or mitigate potential adverse effects on the
health, safety and wellbeing of people and communities.

10.2.1.4  Objective - Electricity Transmission Network

@) To recognise the importance of the high voltage transmission network to the
cities, region’s and nation’s social, economic wellbeing.

(b) To provide for the sustainable, secure and efficient use and development of the
high voltage transmission network within the City while seeking that adverse
effects on the environment are avoided, remedied or mitigated to the extent
practicable, recognising the technical and operational requirements and
constraints of the network;
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10.2.1.4.1 Policy - Electricity Transmission Corridors
By identifying a high voltage transmission corridor to ensure subdivision, use and
development does not adversely affect the safe and efficient operation of that network.

10.3.1

Activity Status Rules

Activities in throughout the City
All activities in all zones shall have the status identified in Table 15.3A.

In Table 15.3A, terms have the following meaning:

Status

Implication

Permitted.

Does not require a resource consent provided the activity
complies with any relevant standards, terms and conditions
specified in the Plan;

Controlled.

Requires a resource consent but must be granted by the
Council with or without conditions unless the information
provided is insufficient to determine if the activity is a
Controlled activity. Matters of which control is reserved and
conditions can be applied are specified in the Plan. In addition,
the activity must comply with any relevant standards, terms or
conditions specified in the Plan.

RD —

Restricted
Discretionary.

Requires a resource consent that may be granted with or
without conditions or declined by the Council, subject only to
consideration of the matters to which discretion is restricted, as
outlined in the Plan. Any conditions of consent are also limited
to the matters to which discretion is restricted. The activity
must also comply with any standards, terms or conditions that
apply to the activity.

Discretionary.

Requires a resource consent. The activity may be granted
consent with or without conditions or declined at Council's
discretion. The activity must comply with any standards, terms
or conditions specified in the Plan.

NC —

Non-Complying.

The activity may be granted a resource consent with or without
conditions and is generally not anticipated within the zone.

Pr—

Prohibited.

The activity is prohibited within the zone. No application may
be made for such an activity and a resource consent cannot be
granted for the activity.

General Permitted Activity Rules for Network Utilities

10.4.1 Building Height

Unless otherwise specified, the maximum height for the zone in
which the activity is located shall apply. This Rule shall not apply
to permitted activities in the Road Zone.

10.4.2 Overshadowing

The overshadowing permitted activity condition for the zone
in which the network utility is located shall apply. This Rule
shall not apply to permitted activities in the Road Zone.

10.4.3 Visual Amenity - Outlook

@) All buildings and structures on a site adjoining a
site zoned:

(i) Residential A and H, Rural-Residential;
Greenbelt; Open Space; Marae Community,
Ngati Kahu Papakainga; or Education
Centre,

shall be set back at least 4.5 metres from
the zone boundary. This Rule shall not
apply to permitted activities in the Road
Zone or the demolition of a network utility.

(b) On all sites covered by Rule 15.4.2(a) -
Overshadowing, screening shall be provided along
the site boundary comprising a 1.8metre high
screen wall or fence of permanent materials. This
rule shall not apply to network utilities sited in the
Road Zone.

() All outdoor storage areas for goods, materials,
plant machinery or equipment, and solid waste
associated with the utility shall be permanently
screened when viewed from a site zoned
Residential A and H; Rural-Residential; Greenbelt;
Open Space; Marae Community; or Education
Centre.

(d) Where the network utility is being demolished,
storage of goods, materials, plant machinery or
equipment and solid waste associated with the
activity shall be maintained in a safe, tidy manner
and all waste material shall be disposed of off-site.

For Rule 10.4.2** - See
also Rule** (previously
13.1.1*¥) Permitted
Setbhack Intrusions.
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(e) Any utility services located in the Residential A and
H; Urban Marae Community; Education Centre;
Open Space; Rural-Residential; or any Business
Zone which uses pipes, cables, lines or other
similar forms of physical connection shall be
located underground.

10.4.4 Visual Amenity - Streetscene

@) All buildings and structures on a site directly
across a legal road from a site zoned:

0] Residential A and H, Rural-Residential,
Greenbelt, Open Space, Marae Community
or Education Centre; and/or

(i)  adjoining that portion of the specified street
frontage identified on the City Planning
Maps as "Streetscene Rule"

shall be set back at least 5 metres from the road
boundary of the site. This rule shall not apply to
permitted activities in the Road Zone.

(b) On all such sites, frontage landscaping comprising
a mix of trees, shrubs and groundcover shall be
provided contiguous to, and to a width of at least 2
metres measured from, the road frontage
boundary, exclusive of permitted vehicle
accessways. Such landscaping shall generally be
in accordance with the site design, layout and
planting guidelines shown on Appendix **
(previously Appendix 20A: Streetscene Rule Plan
and Typical Cross-Sections).

10.4.5 Radiofrequency Fields

Activities that transmit radiofrequency fields shall comply with
the allowable exposure levels for the general public in NZS
2772.1:1999 Part 1 — Maximum Exposure Levels — 3kHz to
300GHz measured at all places reasonably accessible to the
general public.

10.4.6 Electric and Magnetic Fields

Exposures to ELF electric and magnetic fields shall comply with
the guidelines specified by the International Commission on Non-
ioninsing Radiation Protection Guidelines for limiting exposure to
time varying electric magnetic fields (up to 300 GHz) (Health
Physics, 1998, 74(4): 494-522) and recommendations from the
World Health Organisation monograph Environment Health
Criteria (No 238, June 2007) or revisions thereof and any
applicable New Zealand standards or national environmental
standards.
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10.4.7 Establishment, maintenance or demolition of a
network utility that involves the disturbance of the
ground

Where the establishment, maintenance or demolition of a
network utility that involves the disturbance of the ground, the
body responsible for that work must reinstate the ground to at
least the condition existing prior to commencement of the work
taking place.

10.4.8 Maintenance of existing network utilities

The maintenance or replacement of existing structures and
buildings within the existing envelope and footprint .

10.4.9 Electricity Special Network Utility Permitted
Activity Rules

10.4.9.1  Minor upgrading of existing overhead electrical
lines for conveying electricity

@) Minor upgrading of existing overhead electrical lines
for conveying electricity, where “minor” upgrading
means an increase in the power-carrying or operating
capacity, efficiency or security of electricity and
associated telecommunication lines, where this
utilises existing support structures and includes:

(i) The reconductoring of lines with higher
capacity conductors;

(i)  The resagging of conductors;

(i) The installation of longer and more efficient
insulators;

(iv) The addition of earthwires (which may
contain  telecommunication lines) and
earthpeaks.

(b) Provided that such minor upgrading will comply with
the minimum distances (under normal, still air
conditions) as set down in the New Zealand Electrical
Code of Practice for Electricity Safety Distances,
NZECP 34 1993; and

(©) The minor upgrading does not result in an increase in
the voltage of lines beyond 33kv.

Rule 1549 (¢)* -

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10.4.9.2 Temporary Overhead Electrical lines to

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(iii) the area surrounding the building or structure
can be easily maintained, particularly in the
area between the structure and the site
boundary;

(iv) the building or structure, including any footings,
will allow practical access to any existing in
ground equipment or structure, and not occupy
space above identified network utility corridors;

(v) the stability of any adjacent property will not be
undermined by the installation of the building or
structure.

10.10  Purpose of the Infrastructure Chapter

The purpose of this Chapter is to identify the Council’s infrastructure performance standards
for development. These performance standards are required to be complied with to achieve
the Council's acceptable minimum level of service for all infrastructure development
associated with land use and subdivision activities that is to be vested in Council or connect
to existing infrastructure networks.

The performance standards have an emphasis on outcomes and effects based on an
accepted level of service. Whilst the performance standards create a minimum level of
service flexible and innovative approaches or solutions to all aspects of engineering works
are provided for.

10.11  Objectives and Policies of the Infrastructure Chapter

10.11.1  General Objectives and Policies for Infrastructure

10.11.1.1 Objective — Development of Infrastructure

To provide serviceable, functional, efficient and sustainable infrastructure throughout
Tauranga City that minimises adverse effects on the environment.

10.11.1.1.1. Policy — Level of Service

Ensuring that all infrastructure associated with development will:

@) Meet the anticipated and potential future demand;

(b) Not adversely affect upstream or downstream levels of service

10.11.1.1.2. Policy - Taurio Business Estate: Standard of Service

Services should be provided in a manner that is consistent with the requirements of the
Tauriko Estate Services Structure Plan.

10.11.1.1.3. Policy — Tauriko Business Estate: Timing of Services

Timing of services should follow the staging shown on the Tauriko Business Estate Staging
Plan and associated staging requirements set out in the subdivision rules unless:

(@) Unforseen circumstances result in a need to amend the sequence; and

(b) The amended sequence does not adversely affect infrastructure performance;
and

(c) Any increase in costs are born by the developer.

10.11.2 Objectives and Policies for Stormwater

To safeguard people, property, infrastructure and the environment from the adverse effects
of flooding and inundation associated with stormwater discharge.

Ensuring the standard of water supply to subdivision and land use activities will meet the
required consumption, hygiene and firefighting requirements.

10.11.4 Objectives and Policies for Wastewater

10.11.4.1 Objective — Wastewater

To manage the safe and hygienic treatment and disposal of wastewater from subdivision
and land use activities in a manner that minimises risk to public health and the environment.

10.11.4.1.1. Policy — Wastewater Disposal

Ensuring that wastewater is treated and disposed of from a site in a way that minimises
adverse effects on the environment and public health.

10.11.5 Objectives and Policies for the Road Corridor

10.11.5.1 Objective — Road Corridor

To provide for the safe and efficient movement of people and vehicles onto and on the road
network.

10.11.5.1.1. Policy — Road and Vehicle Crossing Design

Ensuring that the width, alignment, structure and formation of roads and vehicle crossings
are appropriate for the

Ensuring the streetscape contributes to character and amenity through the inclusion of soft
and hard landscaping in a manner that does not compromise the safe and efficient
functioning of the road.

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DESIGNATIONS

10.15 Purpose of the Designations Chapter

Public works and some private projects or works are provided for under the Resource
Management Act 1991 by way of designation. Organisations that are ‘requiring authorities’
and able to apply and utilise designations include Ministers of the Crown, local authorities
and also private bodies identified as network utility operators within the RMA. These
organisations have status as a requiring authority under Section 167 of the RMA. Status as
a requiring authority provides the power to require land, including private land, to be set
aside for designated activities for which works can be undertaken and the requiring authority
is financially responsible.

The process used to apply for a designation is outlined within the Resource Management
Act 1991 in sections 168 or 168A.

The effect of designating land is to authorise the use of that land for a particular work (for
example a school, police station or electricity substation) and is outlined in section 176 of the
Resource Management Act 1991. Once a designation is in place it takes precedence over
the zoning of the land, but it can only be used for the purpose for which it has been
designated. Nor may other people, without the prior written consent of the requiring
authority, d anything in relation to the designated land that would impede the designated
activity.

The zoning of the land that is covered by the designation is then called the underlying
zoning, and this zoning applies for works that are not in accordance with the designation or
where a designation is removed.

Requirements have been received for designations listed in Table 10.1A and as shown
on the District Planning Maps.

10.16  Objectives and Policies of the Designaitons Chapter

10.16.1  General Objectives and Policies of the Designations Chapter

10.16.1.1 Objective - Provision of Designations
To provide for designations, where they are necessary, to ensure the efficient functioning
and operation of public works.

(b) The details of the proposed public work, project, or work, are
incorporated into the designation; or

(© The public work, project, or work complies with the Building Height,

Overshadowing, setback from boundary requirements and the natural
resource conditions of the underlying zone for which the work is to be
located, and

(d) The public work, project, or work has a project cost of less than
$15,000.
