PROTECTION OF TRAFFIC SIGHT LINES

No construction of buildings, fences or other structures, placing of obslructions or the growth of
vegetation shall be permitted on the immediate vicinity of road and reilway intersections as follows,

-‘ Shaded area to be kept free of building or other obstructions which might block sight-lines

2. Where there are two or more rail iracks, the 37 meter sight line applies
from the centre line of the nearest track.

DISTANCE FROM INTERSECTION

The minimum separstion distance "S" of & vehicle entrance from and existing or
proposed new road intersection (including state highway) shall be as follows:

(Distance "S') shall ba measured from the intersection of the legal road boundaries or the edge of the road
formation, whichever is closer to the entrance. Entrance shall not be construcled in no stopping zones.
