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Restricted Discretionary Activity Rules

The following are Restricted Discretionary Activities:

a) Alterations to existing buildings, excluding exempted activities, located within _an
identified setback from MHWS of the Tauranga Harbour, the edge of a bank of a
permanently flowing river or stream, or wetland provided those buildings do not
project any further forward into the setback than the existing building line;

b) New, or alterations to existing fences, where a site adjoins an Open Space Zone or
the Tauranga Harbour, the edge of a bank of a permanently flowing river or stream,
or wetland located within the defined setback where that fence is proposed to be
constructed greater than 1.2 metres in height;

c) The clearance of mare than 10m2 of indigenous vegetation on a site in any calendar
ear.

io_te: Any activity that does not comply with a) shall be considered a Discretionary Activity.

Rule — Restricted Discretionary Activities — Standards and Terms

Note: Any activity that does not compiy_wr'th Rule — Restricted Dr’screﬁonary- Activity —
Standards and Terns shall be considered a Discretionary Activity.

Restricted Discretionary Activities shall comply with the following standards and terms:

a) A gualified landscape archilect shall prepare a landscape and visual assessment for any
application for resource consent.

b) The assessment shall have particular regard to the values that contribute to the areas

landscape and natural character, including ils interface with the Tauranga Harbor,
permanently ﬂq_w.fng river or stream, or weltland.

Rule — Restricted Discretionary Activities — Matters of Discretion and Conditions

In_considering activities that no not comply with Rule — Setbacks, the Council restricts the

exercise of its discretion to:

a)  The height, scale, and location of any building, structure, or sign;

b) The use of material on the exterior of any building or siructure, including the use of
colour;

c) The nature, location and extent of any proposed earthworks;

d)  The location and design of access, parking areas; infrastructure and services or
fences;

e)  Whether the proposed activity, building or structure will adversely affect the indigenous
flora and fauna values and whether retention of indigenous and exotic vegetation,
reinstatement of indigenous vegetation or provision of new indigenous planting is
required.

f) Whether the proposed aclivity, building or struciure will adversely affect the faciors,
values and associations of a specific landscape feature and whether retention of
specific landscape features or reinstatement of those features is required.

Discretionary Activities

The following are Discretionary Activities

a) Any activity that does not comply with a Restricted Discretionary Activity Standard and
Term;
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b)  Any existing building that proposes to project further forward into the setback from

MHWS of the Tauranga Harbour, the edge of a bank of a permanently flowing river or
stream or wetland than the existing building line;

c)  Any new building proposed to be located within a defined setback from MHWS from the
Tauranga Harbour, the edge of a bank of a permanently flowing river or stream, or
wetland.
