Oppose the maximum height bands in the High Density Residenfial Zone 
mirtoring the historic height bands ofthe High Rise Plan Area. Submits that 
these are appropriate for controlling the spine of apartment development along 
Maunganui Road and strategic views to Mauo and Hopukiore but not | 
appropriate for controlling urban fomi either side of this spine and fronting the 
Mall and Marine Parade. Submits in these areas considerafion for views along 
gateway roads, views from the beaches and from existing high rise apartments 
and enhancing the Mount's image as a key recreational resource of locals, 
lioliday visitors and tourism need to be taken into consideration. 

Submits that there is a danger of ad hoc applieafions to exceed the permitted 
building height to undermine the step down concept at the Mount, damage the 
Mount's image as a holiday attraction and exasperate existing parking, servicing 
and privacy problems, as the difference between the permitted and proposed 
discretionary height is considerable and the latter could effectively become 
merely a tool defining the upper limit above which building height applications 
would not be acceptable. 

Oppose the maximum height bands in the High Density Residential Zone 
mirtoring the historic height bands ofthe High Rise Plan Area. Submits that 
there are other landscape threats to bc considered such a vies along view 
cortidors like the Mall and Marine Parade and the outlook from existing high 
rise apartments along Maunganui Road and that evaluafion of these threats 
needs to be undertaken. Also requests that an revaluation ofthe proposed 
maximum height bands approach and alterantives bc undertaken. 

Submits that the adopfion of proposed maximum height bands in the High 
Density Residential Zone and the open ended discretionary rules may actually 
encourage speculative height increase applications and loss ofthe curtcnt urban 
design fomi along Marine Parade and the Mall and the Plan should eliminate 
opportunifies for such height speculation. 

Submits that further Infonnation is needed on visitor accommodation and key 
design elements within the isthmus area and that the Plan should declare the 
area between Commons Avenue, Marine Parade, Adams Avenue and the Mall 
as a 'Special Height Control Area' and undertake an urban design study to 
assess how future maximum building heights might impact on the area's 
identity, existing residential outlook and privacy and curtent problems such as 
inadequate parking. 

Submits that proposed building height controls in relation to the High Density 
Residential Zone need to be comprehensively reviewed as there are other 
planning controls that could equally and effectively cotnrol building heights in 
the zone. Also requests that the review of Council's records on issues relating to 
the Implementation ofthe Residential H Zone be made available. 

Submits that the Proposed Plan does not set out the background/rafionale 
behind provisions in the manner that the Operative Plan does in relation to such 
issues as the potential impact of increased heights/densities especially of visitor 
accommodation, non residential activities and the street environment on 
residential amenity. 

Oppose submission point to the extent it is inconsistent with submission 499, 
and seeks the increase of height limits above 9 metres outside the High Rise 
Plan Area which is opposed for the reasons listed in submission 499.

That there be a dedicated zone for the existing "High Rise Plan Area" and a 
strengethening of objecfives policies and rales for for the High Density 
Residential Zone as the Mount including a possible maximum height limit at 
lOiii above which activifies would prohibited and provide clear urban 
design controls in the Plan for special design areas (such as the Mount 
North Isthmus) to guide and improve future development in the 'high 
density residential zone' and the 'high rise plan area'. 
Designate the area encompassing Pacific Avenue, Marine Parade, Adams 
Avenue and the Mall as a "Special Height Control Area" and undertake an 
urban design study to update that portion ofthe Mount Maunganui North 
Neighbourhood Plan covering the 'high rise plan area' and adjoining high 
density residential area. 

Review other planning confrols to address maximum heights in the High 
Density Residenfial Zone and carry out a comparative assessment with the 
proposed planning controls. 

Requests that the Proposed Plan be amended to add references from the 
Operative Plan on factors to be taken into account in planning visitor 
accommodation in existing communities.
