Alteration to Designation - Tara Road Schoo! Site

As you may be aware, in 1998 the Ministry of education designated a site at Tara Road, Papamoa,
for the purposes of & new secondary school at some point in the future. As part of the Taurangs
City Council (TCC) District Plan Review, the Ministry of Education (MOE) is proposing to renew this
designation and after it slightly to reflect the broader purpose discussed recently during
consultation. The MOE is proposing to alter:

©. Theiapse date of the designation; and
2. The purpose of the designation

One of the conditions of the original designation is for the designation to lapse on 01/04/10 if it has
not been given effect to. Therefore MOE are seeking to extend this lapse date as this site is still
required to provide a school in the near future.

The MOE is also seeking to widen the specified purpose of this designation from “Tara Road
Secondary School” to “educational purposes” so as to have the flexibility to include activities such
as community education and early childhood care if demand arises in the future.

The MOE has had a number of situations where development on existing school sites has been
subject to a resource consent because the existing designation does not provide sufficient scope to
cater for activities which are not in full accordance with the designated purpose. it is becoming more
common for pre-school faciiities to be located within school grounds and for multi-use school
buildings to be established on individual schoal grounds that may serve a local catchment. An
example of this is the "Action Centres” which have appeared in Otumoetai College, Katikati College
and Aguinas College around the Western Bay of Plenty.

Itis anticipated that the sort of effects this change in designation purpose may have include:

« Possibility of the school being used outside of regular school classroom hours (8.30am-
3.30pm). For example, the purposes of community education classes in the evening. This
could resutlt in fight spill, and noise effects arising from people and cars.

« Potential for early childhood education facilities to be provided on site in the future. This
could result in noise and traffic effects.

« Potential for increased traffic volumes to and from the site should additional educational
aclivilies take place,

In response to your request for further information (email dated 17" September 2009) to the
Alteration fo Papamoa Secondary School Designation (RC14762) we provide the following
information on behalf of the Ministry of Education.

Response

The total student roll will remain consistent with Designation Condition 2¢ which states that the
school roll will be a maximum of 1500 students. This is inclusive of any types of sducation that may
be provided on the site.

2 Ifmore than 1500 students are proposed for the site, how (i.e. what ratio} is it proposed to
provide for the additional car parking demand?

Response

Not applicable as per the response to (a) above. Therefore 182 car parks will be required as per
Designation Condition 2¢ which states “on completion of the school for a roll of 1,500 students, at
least 182 carparks shall be constructed on site.”

3 Are you able to provide an indicative total roll for the early childhood facility?

Response

We are unable to provide an indicative roll for an early childhood facility as there is currently no
such facility planned for the site. The Ministry of Education will enter into discussions with Council
at such time when an additional facility is planned that would require an Outline Plan under Section
176A of the Resource Management Act 1981,
