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2 Notice of Requirement for Alteration to Designation
To: Tauranga City Council

The Minister of Education gives notice of requirement for an alteration to a designation for a
public work.

The site to which the requirement abplies is as follows:

The site is located on the corner of Welcome Bay Road and State Highway 2. The underlying
zoning of the site is Rural, and the site is designated for the purposes of Bay of Plenty Polytechnic
(reference ME36 in the Operative Tauranga District Plan). The legal description is Pt 2 No 6B 1A,
Papamoa. The site is owned by the Crown, and administered by the Ministry of Education (copy of
Title attached -as Appendix B).

The nature of the proposed alteration is:

The existing purpose of the designation is ‘Bay of Plenty Polytechnic’. The Ministry is seeking to
alter this purpose to ‘School and education facilities’ so as to have the flexibility to provide facilities
that support a primary school as well as the ability to establish any other educational activities that
may be required in the future. The site is currently being used by Te Kura Kokiri, a Maori Immersion
primary school and the Polytechnic has no involvement with the designated site. The Polytechnic
are aware of the change of purpose to designation ME36 and agree to it. This letter is attached as
Appendix A.

The nature of the proposed restrictions that would apply are:
The same restrictions that exist for designation ME36 will continue to apply.

The effects that the public work will have on the environment, and the ways in which any
adverse effects will be mitigated, are:

Modification of Purpose

The site is currently designated for the purpose of the Bay of Plenty Polytechnic. If this activity were
to be established on the site it would generate a particular set of effects in relation to traffic, scale
and noise. The BOP Polytechnic is a large institution which operates on a large scale and the
potential effects the Polytechnic could generate on the environment would be relative to the number
of students enrolled. ’

The proposed purpose of the designation is for school and education facilities. It is considered that
this would have a lesser effect on the receiving environment compared with the polytechnic in terms
of traffic, noise and scale, given the smaller number of students likely to be on the site at any one
time compared with a Polytechnic facility. '

The site is not large, at only 1.6ha. Therefore there are limitations to what could be developed on
the site. Any potential effects of an extension to the existing primary school would be further
addressed at the outline plan approval stage.

By changing the purpose of the designation there is the potential for positive socio-economic and
cultural effects to the wider community as the Ministry of Education will be able to utilise the existing
school buildings and site for Primary School and education facilities.

The alteration will not increase the development potential on the site beyond that of the existing
designation. The existing designation as a Polytechnic could accommodate the potential effects
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generated, therefore the proposed change in purpose can also accommodate the new decreased
potential effects. Overall assessment is that the alteration will have nil effect on the environment
relative to the current designated purpose as it involves a likely reduction in potential scale of
development. ‘

Alternative sites, routes and methods have been considered to the following extent:

No alternative sites or methods have been investigated. The existing site, although designated for
polytechnic purposes, is currently being utilised by Te Kura Kokiri as a Maori Immersion School.

The only alternative available to the Ministry is to apply for a new designation for the purpose of
‘school and education facilities’. However, this would resultin significant time and cost implications
and is not a cost effective alternative, in particular when this type of alteration is provided for within
the RMA. ’

The public work and alteration to designation are reaéonably necessary for achieving the
objectives of the requiring authority because:

The role of the Ministry of Education in education provision has evolved over recent years to include
a broader range of educational services than just school education for 5-18 year olds. In particular,
one of the key strategies of the Ministry is to improve access to early childhood education services
by providing access to land on school sites. Furthermore, the Ministry considers that family and
community engagement in education is vital to increasing student achievement and reducing
disparity. Altering the designation to a wider purpose of ‘education facilities’ allows the Ministry to
fulfil its stated objectives to support family and community engagement in education in the most
efficient manner. ’

The following resource consents are required for the public work:

Resource consents have not been applied for.

Consultation has been undertaken with the following parties that are likely to be affected:
Wider consultation has not been undertaken as there are no effects created by the change of
purpose of the designation. The Ministry has consulted with the BOP Polytechnic and their
response is attached as Appendix A.

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3 Statutory Assessment

3.1 Schedule 1, Clause 4, Resource Management Act 1991

(3) Where the requiring authority states that a designation is to be included in the proposed
plan, with modification, the requiring authority shall include in its written notice the nature of
the modifications, and the reasons for the modifications.

Comment:

It is noted that for the purposes of a District Plan review, the Ministry of Education as requiring
authority is only required to provide the nature and reasons for the proposed modification. This
report describes the nature of the proposed modification, being to modify the purpose of the
designation to ‘School and education facilities’.

This report also provides the reasons for the modifications, being that:

m the alteration will not change the development potential on the site beyond that of the existing
designation;

m the effects created by a school on the receiving énvironment are considered to be less than
those created from a polytechnic; and

m the alteration will align the District Plan with what is currently occurring on the site.

3.2 Partll, Resource Management Act 1991

It is considered that the proposed alteration to the purpose is consistent with the sustainable |
management of natural and physical resources primarily because the designation is to be altered to-
include land currently being utilised for school and education purposes. Furthermore, the
functioning of a school that has the ability to provide flexibility in the provision of education will
contribute to the community by enabling them to provide for their social, economic and cultural well
being.

a Conclusion

The Ministry of Education is seeking to alter the purpose of the existing designation for the Bay of
Plenty Polytechnic (ME36) to ‘School and Education Purposes’.

The Minister of Education wishes Tauranga City Council to rollover designation ME36 in its District
Plan with modification as outlined in the accompanying Form 18.
